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• HIS SIRE Contender is one of the most
influential sons of Calypso II, in turn a
son of the famous Cor de la Bryère.
Calypso II, a showjumper before retiring
to stud, sired good jumping horses, and
several top dressage competitors. 
Contender's dam, Gofine, is by Ramiro.
She produced several top show jumpers
including Ulina, Largo, Frechdachs and
Florenza. 
Contender won the 1987 Adelheidsdorf
stallion performance test with a jumping
index of 146.62. He is now one of the
most sought after stallions in Germany
today with a high number of offspring in
international competition. His approved
sons include: Cantos (KWPN), Koriander,
Chellano Z, and Oldenburg performance
test champion, Contango.

Contango was Champion of his 100-Day
Test in Medingen, Germany, in 1991. He
earned 9s on temperament and trainability
and won top honors in both jumping and
dressage.
